RULES:

1. The standard of league racing will be mid Division to Division Two, though riders above or below these levels are welcome to apply.
2. Teams will be as equal as possible, team places will be decided on by organizers.

3. The matches will be 12 heats in length, each rider races 3 times with the same partner in races 1-9, against each opposing partnership. Heat 10 is lowest two scorers, Heat 11 is middle two. Heat 12 is top 2 scorers from each team, double points.

4. Top 2 points scorers from heats 1-9 in each match go to A Main, which is not team, but for purse places 1-4. Next 2 from each match go to B Main, for additional purse.

5. Classes outside of league racing will get 2 heats and a Main.

6. Each team has a back up rider (#7) who is reserve for injuries, mechanical troubles, etc). This rider will also race the Support Class.

7. Riders who do not show with no prior cancellation will automatically be suspended from next round, as uneven numbers in team racing ruins the spectacle.

8. Purse will vary per event – race fees mainly cover track rental, so purse is based on generous sponsors. Target purse is $500 - $800 per round but will be what is raised, more or less.

9. Purse split will be determined by organizers before each round.

10. Riders who have a commitment and may miss a round (due to previously planned work, vacations, etc) can still sign up as long as we know in advance so we can fill an additional rider in for rounds you cannot make it. Preference will however go to riders who sign up for full series.
11. Cancellations need to be done at least 48 hours before event. Otherwise rider will also be suspended from next round.
12. Teams missing a rider can use ‘Rider Replacement’ rule where races are shared between other riders on the team, or call up another rider
13. Riders can be transferred between teams at the discretion of the organizers. This would handle the situation of riders who drop out so that those who want to race are not left out.
14. Trophies / awards to League Champions!

15. Team points are awarded 3,2,10 in heats 1-11, based on finishing positions (all non finishers get 0). Heat 12 is 6,4,2,0.
16. Winning Team of each match gets 2 league points, loser 0. In event of a tie, each team gets 1 point.

17. Top 2 teams after round 3 go to Play Off Final. Bottom Two to Bronze Play Off Final. In event of a tie on league points the number of match points scored breaks a tie. If still even, a run off with one man per team after round 3 will decide.
18. If any match is not staged due to the weather, it will be restaged at the next event, with subsequent fixtures falling back by one date.

19. Each team will have appointed manager, at least round by round. One manager can run two teams in a meeting so long as they do not oppose each other.

20. Each team will have a rider nominated as Captain. The Captain is expected to ensure his team operates as a team, that the riders show up, help with mechanical set ups, etc.
21. Riders who get tape exclusion penalized 20 yards. Rider who is prime cause of stoppage will be excluded, except for 1st bend bunching, which will be all 4 riders. Races stopped on final lap will be awarded. Referee can award a race result at any time, should it be deemed a rider deliberately caused the stoppage for team advantage.
