Stated Evans; “Victorville needs and deserves a first-class racing facility.  I feel Jeb’s experience and connections in the motorsports industry will be a great asset at Wheel 2 Wheel Raceway.  Jeb has over 25 years of NASCAR, NHRA, SCCA, and AMA motorsports expertise.
